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Dr. Frank Mayadas, formerly a research and development VP at the IBM Corp., is presently Director of the Program on Anytime/Anyplace Learning at the Sloan Foundation, a New York City-based private philanthropy. 

In 1992 he started the Sloan Foundation’s program in Anytime/Anyplace (Online) Learning, which has been funded through Sloan grants since then, and which has led to the widespread adoption of online and blended education among American colleges, universities, and community colleges.

Dr. Mayadas is Founding President of Sloan-C or the Sloan Consortium (see www.sloan-c.org), a consortium of over 1500 academic institutions offering over 1000 degrees and courses online. Sloan-C offers a range of services, many free of charge, to institutions engaged in online education, including three annual conferences, online research publications, best practices and a catalog of degrees.

He received a BS degree in engineering from the Colorado School of Mines and a PhD in Applied Physics from Cornell University. He has published widely in the fields of solid-state physics, computers and systems, and in online learning. 

Dr. Mayadasis a member of the American Physical Society, a Fellow of the IEEE, the recipient of the Irving Award, highest award from the American Distance Education Consortium (ADEC), and a member of the International and Continuing Education Hall of Fame. He has been keynote speaker at a number of conferences, and has testified before the U.S. Congress on online education.
