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Professor Tom Boyle is Director of the Learning Technology Research Institute (LTRI) at London Metropolitan University. Professor Boyle has led several projects that used ICT to significantly improve the quality of the learning experience for students, as measured both by student evaluation and improved pass rates. The learning objects developed as part of one such project won an EASA (European Academic Software Award) in 2004.  From 2000-2005 Professor Boyle was the Assistant Director (with responsibility for Pedagogy) of the UK Higher Education Academy National Subject Centre for Information and Computing Sciences. From 2005 he has been the Director of the Centre for Excellence in Teaching and Learning (CETL) in Reusable Learning Objects. This £3.5 million programme involves collaboration between three universities - London Metropolitan University, the University of Cambridge, and the University of Nottingham - to develop and evaluate high quality learning resources across a range of subject areas. The CETL Website provides access to nearly 200 free-to-use multimedia learning objects covering a range of Subject areas. Professor Boyle has published extensively on learning technology with a book (Design for Multimedia Learning, 1997) and over 200 refereed and invited papers. He is frequent keynote and invited speaker on technology enhanced learning– most recently in Bogota Colombia in August 2008 and Hong Kong in October 2008. His present projects include the LDSE (Learning Design Support Environment), a recently initiated £1.2 million ESRC/EPSRC project, hosted by the Institute of Education, to create a suite of tools for teachers to design and implement technology enhanced learning.
